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3 Director’s Report

School of Planning and Architecture, Vijayawada
(SPAV) has faken maior strides on the development
front. The first maior laurel was the land dlienation
to SPAV by the Govemment of Andhra Pradesh
in September 2013. SPAV received 9.66 acres
of land in the heart of Viayawada City for ifs
campus building. Tenders were issued by Cenfral
Public Works Depariment in November 2013 for
construction of the new campus. The expected
date of completion is by 2017-18.

2013-2014 is the historic year for SPAY during
which, the first batch of students from Bachelor
of Architecture graduated successfully. Both the
students of Bachelor's in Planning (2nd batch) as
wel as Architecture have excelled themselves in

Site Planning and Built-up Enviionment in Guntur
City, Andhra Pradesh

Guniur is one of the fastest ubanizing districts in Andhra
Pradesh, adioining Kiishna District It has ifs own wOes
in terms of housing and other basic services provision.
Being located next to Viayawada metropolitan city
as its conutbation, many people commute every day
from Guntur. The obiective of the exercise was 1o moke
the students understand the complexities of housing
conditions along with Its services at the site level and
to appreciate their spatial variations within the city,
in terms of income groups, societal groups, €ic, and
to formulate the physical planning interventions 1o
improve the built environment in Cuntur,

Twenty-Seven students went to the field collecting
primary information  on housing and infrastructure
provisionforabout 200 households They covered slums,
low income: and middle income settlements. Based on
the surveys and data (both primary and secondary)
they found the disparity in the living conditions of the
slum and other settflements based on socio-economic
conditions. Taking this as a challenge, students came
out with layouts for economically weaker sections,
low-income groups on selected sites considering
the building byelaws and lay out regulations of the
Govemment of Andhra Pradesh,

in depth the various issues and Identified certain key
local issues at area level that needs 1o be addressed
at the macro level As an output, the students came
out with a coherent and legible uiban form, which they
discussed with local stakeholders for its implementation.
At the end of the exercise the students developed
the ability to link elements of physical ransformation
with socio-economic change, the components of built
and cultural heritage, planning for a religious toursm
hub, and the ability to strategize local development,
Local authority and the local population helped the
students through their active participation in providing
data and field visits,

At the request of the Department of Town and Country
Planning of the Govemment of Maoharashtia, the
students of IV year Bachelor's degree embarked on
the mammoth task of preparing a regional plan for
Kolhapur Region. Thanks to the Distict and Zonal
administration’s support in providing infrastucture and
data support, fourteen students inferacted with various
stakeholders, aftended distiict level meefings and
conducted sample household interviews for the plan
preparations. The exercise focused on environmental
sensifivity of this region, which falls in Westemn Chats,
its sustainability and inclusivity in the development
process.

Based on the data collected from the field, the
students carled out a detfalled settlement analyss,
land use suitability analysis and linked the various
sectors both horizontally and verfically along with its
institutional hierarchy. The regional plan focused on
ecological conservation, creation of regional growth
center and logistic hub for economic development.

To make the envionmental planning  students
understand the interface between water and land
use and how the abuse of one leads to the abuse of
the other and what kind of preventive and regulatory
measures are required to avold catastrophes in future,
this exercise was taken up. SPAV's masters’ students
come from various disciplines such as Geography,
Engineering, Architecture, sociology and economics.
This first exercise also helps them to come and work
together as a team.

Al the seven students went around canal front
identifying the sources of pollution emanating from the
land-use along the canal, and mapping them.

City through its River Front

Rivershave been theinfluencingfactorinthe emergence
of cities across continents due fo the opportunities
they offer This relationship between water and the
city and in tun with the river gradually increased. The
curent phase of urbanization is placing significant
pressure on riverfronts and the cities lost the identity of
riverfront and they are plagued by environmental issues,
disturbed habitats and unstable landfills leading 1o
defunct and uninhabitable riverfronts. Considering this
interface between the river and the city, it was felt that
the students should be exposed to knowledge of river
ecological system and how to integrate these to a fast
growing cities such as Hyderabad and Vijoyawada in
terms of design aspects. The objective was to make
the student understand and analyse the ecological
edge and to develop appropriate site for intervention
which would impact on the surounding built fabric.

Musi riverfront in Hyderabad and Krishna riverfront
in Viayawada were taken up for this uban design
exercise. Both are historical cities and have a riverfront
actively and effectively being used for various
purposes. Howevey, they are being spoiled because of
dumping waste and linking of sewer lines in to the river
system, there by making it unusable. The uban design
exercise enabled the students to perceive the various
facets of the riverfront - city interface and came out

with solutions that are practical in design perspective.

International Workshop on ‘City through its Riverfront’

SPAV made important efforts in positioning itself both
locally, nationally and intemationally by organizing
series of workshops, seminars and conferences.  SPAV
also entered in to Memorandum of Understanding
(MolU) with several National and International
Universities and Andhra Chamber of Commerce and
Industry.

a) International Workshop and International
Seminar

For the first time since its inception, SPAV organized two
international events, One International Workshop on
‘City through its Riverfront’ in the month of November,
2013, and the other on: ‘Comidors, City Regions,
and Cities in Urban and Regional Development, in

November 201 3.

‘City through its Riverfront’ organized by the
Depariment of Architecture of SPAV on 20th November,
dwelled on the issues of riverfront-city interface and
the issues associated with il. Particioants from laly,
Germany and from Indion cities such as Ahmedabad,
Chennai, Hyderabad and Delhi highlighted the issue
of politicization of water, uban wastewater and waste
managemenl, riverfront as a recreational space, etc.
The workshop had Prof. Rameshwar, Head, Department
of Uban Design, CEPT University as the Guest of
Honour In his key note address, Prof Rameshwar
said that natural resources such as rivers played a
key role in the evolution of human setflements. He
pointed out that people must become the ‘subject’
of development and not the ‘object” of development,
Sh. Divya Gupto, Principal Director of Architectural
Heritage Division of INTACH through his presentalion
on Banaras stated that human beings modified the
river hydrology to suit their requirements and started
using it adversely dumping waste in the river. He said
the history and culture that existed in a living heritage
has been forgotten in the process of ulbanization.
Highlighting the waterfront development in Melboume,
Prof John Jackson from RMIT University, said how the
riverfront should have an inclusive planning and not
to be dllocated just for a particular power groups. Sh.
Alex Follman of University of Cologne presented his
study on the riverfront development in Delhi's Yamuna.
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Intemnational Seminar on ' Coridors, City Regions and Cities in
Urban Regional Development': Inaugural Function

Dr. Carsten Busch from University of Cologne gave
some critical views on flooding risks along Mumbai's
riverfront due to encroachment. Ms. Mona Jazi from
ran presented her study on riverfront from Iran. Prof
Raffaele from University of Florence, ltaly through his
presentation highlighted the conservation of riverfront
buildings and architectural heritage, which are relevant
for Indian cities too. Students of Sth Year Architecture
made a video presentation on Viayawada apart
from presenting their works through an exhibition on
Musi Riverfront In Hyderabad and Krishna Riverfront
in Viiayawada. The highlight of the workshop was the
inauguration of the exhibition by an every day user
of the river and depends on it for his livelhood, a
fisherman from Vijoyawada.

Department of Planning of SPAV along with the Andhra
Chambers of Commerce and Industry, organized an
International Seminar on * Corridors, City Regions
and Cities in Urban Reglonal Development'.
Participants came from Asian Development Bank,
Australia and many cities of India. The seminar was
inaugurated by Dr. Kalpana Gopalan, I1AS, Principal
Secretary, Government of Kamnataka. She highlighted
the effectiveness of Public-Private Participation in
Urban Development Speaking on this occasion, Mr.
Murali Krishna of Andhra Chambers of Commerce
and Industry highlighted the importance of Ulban
Development and provision of infrastucture as an
important tool in over all development of the region.
Investment In one region or conldor leads to series of
developments and conubations and  urbanization
is figgered in other regions as well The National
Highway Development Programme has triggered such
a phase of development in India, which continues to
feed ubanization of the coridor city regions and
cities. Dr Sabyasachi Mitra of Asian Development Bank,
highlighted similar issues from South East Asia and the
role of ADB in this industrial coridor development. Dr.
Sanjay Cupta of School of Planning and Architecture,
Delhi pointed out the importance of freight coridor
in coastal region development. Stating the global
capital in the emergence of regional IT cluster in
Bangalore, Dr. Tathagat Chatteriee brought out the
salient role of Clobal capital. Sh. Rajendra Prasad of
Andhra Chambers narrated the story of Auto Clusters
in Viiayawada-Guntur-Tenali Region and the problem
of infrastructure,

The seminar had a special session on ‘Siting a
Capital and its function in a Corridor’. Dr. Kulshrestha,
Editor of Spatio-Economic Development Record
(SDR) and a consultant to GIZ, Germany shared his
experience in developing a capital for Uttarakhand,
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International Seminar on * Coridors, City Regions and Cities in
Uban Regional Development’.

and Chattisgath. Dr. Chitro, Chief Planner of Chennal
Metropolitan  Development  Authority (CMDA)
highlighted the experience of Chennai as a capital
and the process of expansion of the Chennai Region
along the coridor. Dr Abdul Razak gave the falled
attempts of shifting the capital funcitons in Chennai
due to political exigencies. Ms. Divya highlighted the
issues of siting a capital for Andhra Pradesh.

In a session on ‘Ulban Disasters, Reslience and
Environmental lssues’ Dr. Kanchan Gandhi differentiated
between man made disasters and natural disasters
through @ comparison of Jaipur's man made disaster
and Tsunamiin Tamil Nadu. Dr. Sohail Anmed brought out
the hedlth issues in urban planning and how to prevent
disasters caused by Infectious diseases through clean
hygiene practices especially in low income settlements.
Ms, Debolina stated the Importance of maintaining
uban bio-diversity and its planning in an eco-sensitive
conidors.

The Session on Infrastructure and Urban Governance
saw many presenterss M. Maobool, Mt Prasanth
Vardhan, MsApamna Son, Ms. Soumi Nag and Dr.
Sohail covering aspects such as Ports, Comidor
and Utbanisation, institutional  confiicts In- uban
governance, financing infrastructure - innovation and
their effectiveness, seftlement hierarchies in a region,
and housing fypologies in coridor region.

Central Library
